III.
SCHEDULING:


A.
The girl’s gymnastics schedule is based on a total of 4 dual conference meets with the first being scheduled no earlier than the last Thursday in November or the first Thursday in December.  Make-up meets will be rescheduled no later than February 6th, 2019.  The schedule will also be based on facility and official availability.

B.
The SEC/Classic 8 Varsity Conference Meet will be scheduled the week prior to the WIAA Sectional meet.  (Friday and/or Saturday will be reserved for make-up days due to unforeseen 



circumstances.)
IV. 
OFFICIALS:


A.
For a dual meet there shall be four judges for the varsity and for the JV meet.   For tri-meet and quad meet formats, eight judges will be used.  All judges score the Varsity and will alternate scoring the JV.

B.
New judges should be paired with veteran judges at all meets to help keep the meet moving.

V.
RULES AND REGULATIONS:


A.
The JV competition will include optional routines only.


B.
A team score will be kept for JV competition separate from the varsity score.


C.
Starting times of the meets will be at 6:30 p.m., but may vary due to individual school 


circumstances.  There shall be 30ty minutes open stretch and 20ty minutes per team per event 


with a schedule.  Equipment 
set up time to be determined by individual schools’ coaches.


D.
Host school will be designated home when it hosts more than a dual meet.  The other competing schools will follow in alphabetical order. For all meets, a two minute touch for both the JV and Varsity warm-up is allowed before competition on each event.  Teams may waive this warm- up time if they wish. Varsity and JV competition order will be decided by each school’s coach.  


E.
There will be a maximum of 5 gymnasts per event for Varsity, JV and Exhibition: any or all may be all around competitors.  (Schools that have more than 5 exhibition entries should contact the host school and the host school should contact the official’s assigner at least 2 days prior to the start of the meet.)

F.
A gymnast may not compete in the same event during regular season or conference meets where JV and varsity teams compete.  (The JV and varsity meet will be considered the same meet.)


G.
The order of competition will be block style and the Olympic order shall be followed for the host team, facility permitting.  Visiting schools will compete: bars, vault, floor, beam, facility permitting.

H.
The host school is responsible to call or fax in all varsity results to:

I.
Block scoring will be used in all conference meets and the flashed score will be the average score.  Each school will provide flashers for their team scores or the host school can use a computerized score flashing system. 

J. 
Send full varsity and JV line-ups including first and last name and grade level to host school at least one day prior to the meet.
VI.
CONFERENCE MEETS:

A.
There will be a conference championship determining team, individual event, and all around 

champions.  All routines will be based on optional routines for the bars, beam, floor and vault.



The Team Champion will be determined by entering the same maximum 5 gymnasts per event 

and those gymnasts the coach chooses to be considered for the Team score.  Top 4 gymnasts 

from each team will be counted for the Team Champion.

B.
The facilities will open at least (1) hour before the scheduled march out time for stretching and finding bar settings.  There will be no practice prior to the march out.  The meet will follow modified Capitol Cup format.  For the JV Conference Meet only, each team is allowed up to five exhibition competitors on each event not to be included in the team score.

C.
The school hosting the meet shall send out a meet time schedule a minimum of one 



week prior to the meet.

D.
Participating schools shall submit line-ups one week prior to the meet. If athlete competes on an event in the JV conference meet, she cannot compete the same event in the Varsity Conference Meet unless there is an extenuating circumstance.  The extenuating circumstance must be approved by all coaches at the coach’s meeting at the Varsity Conference Meet.  Exhibition athletes may compete in Varsity Conference Meet.

E.
For the Varsity conference meet, each team shall get 10 minutes of timed warm-ups on the vault, bars, beam and floor.  For the JV conference meet, each team shall get 10 minutes of timed warm-ups on the vault, bars, and floor and then12 minutes on the beam due to the extra exhibition athletes.  Teams may start competition before warm-up time is complete if desired.  Push rotation will be used.

F.
There shall be eight judges - two per event – with all events running simultaneously at the conference meets.   One of the two judges per panel per level shall act as chief judge; one of the eight judges will act as meet referee.  The judging panel will split the responsibility of judging the exhibition athletes at the JV conference meet.

G.
The meet referee will run the judges meeting prior to the conference meets and make event assignments at least one week prior to the meet.


H.
Seniors at the JV level will not be excluded from the JV conference meet. 

I. 
Coaches will determine what order each gymnast will compete at each level prior to the event.
VII.
AWARDS:

A. A traveling conference trophy will be awarded to the winning school each year.  The conference AD is responsible for getting a new plate for the trophy. 
B. The five events awarded are done so in a first through sixth place finish.  Varsity Conference medals will be award for first (Gold), second (Silver), and third through sixth (Bronze).  Ties are to be recognized through 6th place. A separate JV Conference medal will be awarded for first (Gold), second (Silver), and third through fifth (Bronze) with the cost being split among the conference schools.  Ties are to be recognized through 5th place. (Franklin houses the SEC medals and will make sure the Classic 8 medals get to the meet.)  
C.  Sportsmanship: See #11 in the multi-sport by-laws.  The conference AD in charge of    

    gymnastics is to ask for nominations 2 weeks prior to the varsity conference meet.  Voting will  

    be at the conference meet for Head Coaches only.

VIII.
EXPENSES:
A. Conference meet schools in equal shares will share both conference meet expenses.

B. The school AD who hosts the varsity conference meet is in charge of filling out the conference reimbursement request form to the SEC and Classic 8 conference commissioners.

C. The school AD who hosts the JV conference meet is in charge of invoicing the conference schools.

IX.
VARSITY ALL-CONFERENCE SELECTION:
A. Coaches are to submit their 3 top scores prior to the conference meet and the conference meet score will be averaged into the final score.  If an athlete is unable to compete in the conference meet due to injury or illness or demotion to JV, the top three score average stands.  
B. Award winners will be recognized for highest average in their respective event.

C. 5 first team all-conference award winners will be recognized for highest average in their respective event (all around, vault, floor, beam, and bar).

D. 5 second team all-conference award winners will be recognized.

E. One Honorable Mention athlete may be selected for each event using the same format.

SEC AWARDS POLICY - TEAM AND INDIVIDUAL SPORTS:


a.  
“Team” sports include: Baseball, Football, Boys Volleyball, Girls Volleyball, Boys 


Soccer, Girls Soccer, Boys Basketball, Girls Basketball, and Softball.  All Conference awards 

for team sports will be determined by a nomination and selection process.


b.
“Individual” sports include:  Boys Cross Country, Girls Cross Country, Boys Tennis, 


Girls Tennis, Boys Golf, Girls Golf, Wrestling, Boys Swimming, Girls Swimming, Boys 


Track, Girls Track, and Gymnastics.  All-Conference awards for individual sports will be 


determined by finish at the Conference Meet.


c.
Championship Bars will be awarded to Team Conference Champions and Team Conference 

Meet Champions.  In the event of co-champions, a championship bar will be given to each co-

champion.


d.
First Team All-Conference members will be awarded individual gold medals.  


e.
Second Team All-Conference members will be awarded individual silver medals.


f.
Third Team All-Conference members will be awarded individual bronze medals.



g.
Honorable mention members may be selected, certificates will be awarded.


h.
A player may not be on both First Team and Second Team All-Conference.


i.
When selecting SEC All Conference First and Second Teams.  ALL TIES MUST BE 


BROKEN. 


j.
Coaches will nominate candidates they feel worthy of All Conference recognition. Only 


Southeast Conference statistics should be used as criteria for nomination.  While speaking on 

behalf of the players, non-conference statistics may be included, but the coach MUST 


separate conference statistics versus non-conference statistics when explaining.


k.
Head coaches are required to attend the conference post season meeting as scheduled for their 

sport(s).  


l.
Head coaches in football, b/g basketball, b/g soccer, b/g volleyball, softball, and baseball must 

submit All Conference nominations prior to their post-season meeting as directed.  


m.
No deserving player will be excluded from all-conference nomination if the head coach fails 

to submit appropriate nomination information.  Other coaches may nominate deserving 


players from opposing teams, if the head coach fails to comply with this requirement.

2.
In addition to the individual SEC sport bylaws, coaches are responsible for following all WIAA 

rules and regulations, as presented in the most current “Senior High School WIAA Handbook” 

and the applicable “Season Regulations” handbook.


3.
The Southeast Conference embraces positive sportsmanship, which provides expectations for 

coaches, athletes, officials, and fans.  School officials and coaches will be provided with 


guidelines to good sportsmanship. The coach has the responsibility to review the concepts of 

sportsmanship with their athletes at all levels.


4.
The coach of the HOST school in ALL varsity contests has the responsibility to report 


Conference Varsity results to the Milwaukee Journal-Sentinel.  In addition, each school’s coach 

has the responsibility to report varsity results to their appropriate local media/newspaper.  It is 

important that ALL varsity conference results (conference meets, too) for all sports are reported 

to the Milwaukee Journal-Sentinel.

The SEC will annually award “Academic” All-Conference Awards to those individual student 

athletes selected by their school. Student athletes must participate in SEC sanctioned sports in 

order to be eligible for the Academic All-Conference award.  An “Award of Merit” medal will 

be given to each school’s winner.  Rationale and guidelines for this award are provided in the 

SEC Constitution.



All Selections will meet the following criteria:



1.
Athlete must be a senior.



2.
Athletes must have earned a varsity letter.



3.
The GPA shall be 3.5 or better to be considered.



4.
Each school will develop their own method of selection, using the above criteria.


8.
The SEC will annually award “Sportsmanship” All-Conference Awards to those individual 


student athletes selected by their school. Student athletes must participate in sports sanctioned 

by the SEC in order to be eligible for the Sportsmanship All-Conference award.  An “Award of 

Merit” medal will be given to each school’s winner.  Rationale and guidelines for this award are 

provided in the SEC Constitution. 



All Selections will meet the following criteria:



1.
Athletes must have earned a varsity letter.



2.
Each school will develop their own method of selection.


9. 
The SEC will annually determine an All-Sports Champion winner.  The traveling plaque will be 

awarded to the single school that accumulates the most points in conference dual meet play.  

The rationale and point system to determine the winner is outlined in the SEC Constitution. 


10.
In the event contests are cancelled, other than summer baseball, it is the responsibility of the 

Host School Athletic Director to contact the opposing school, by 1:30 pm the day of the game.  



All cancelled conference games should be rescheduled with the following format in mind:



1. By mutual consent, of both schools, pick the first available date.



2. Conference games have priority over non-conference games.



3. All games should be played prior to the end-of-season meeting, only unusual circumstances 

must prevail before a conference varsity game is not made up.



4. Rained out games that will involve the determination of the conference champion must be 

made up.



5. In the event of a Freshman/Sophomore or Junior Varsity game preceding the varsity 


competition, that event may not continue after two and one half hours of time. 


11.
When nominating a school for the “Team” Sportsmanship Award, you must include a 



reason for your nomination.  Only those schools appropriately nominated will appear on the 

ballot for voting.  A point system will be used to determine the winner.  If there are three 


schools nominated the point system will be 3, 2, and 1.  If two schools are nominated the point 

system will be 2 and 1, etc.  The school with the highest point total is the winner.  First place 

ties should be broken.  Guidelines and expectations are provided in the SEC Constitution.


12.
The SEC will annually determine an All-Sports Team Sportsmanship winner.  The traveling 

plaque will be awarded to the single school that accumulates the most individual Team 


Sportsmanship Awards. 


13.
The Southeast Conference “Season Pass” (100 are distributed annually to each SEC school) will 

be accepted at all conference athletic events, including SEC sponsored conference 



meets/tournaments, as well as home non-conference events.  The pass is not intended for use at 

away non-conference events. This pass cannot be used at WIAA sponsored events.

There are 4 judges for the dual meet format.  2 judges score both Varsity and will alternate scoring the JV/Exhibition on vault while the other 2 judges score both Varsity and will alternate the JV/Exhibition on the uneven bars.  The panels will then switch to judge beam and floor in the same manner as judging vault and bars.

Varsity and JV competition order will be decided by each school’s coach and is up to their discretion.
   

Teams are allowed a 2 minute touch warm-up for both the JV team and the Varsity team before competition on each event.  Teams may waive this warm-up time if they wish.

Rotations are not formal and teams are to move to the next event as soon as they are ready.  

Note that opponents can compete in "open" slots as exhibition for teams that do not have a full roster (both Varsity and JV).  It is a best practice to let the host team know as soon as possible how many V/JV positions might be open so the other team’s gymnasts can be prepared to compete.  Per the WIAA rule, those competitors must be identified before competition starts.  A plan on how to handle those competitors within the rotations must be determined before competition starts, preferably staying with their own team (since this is a continuous rotation format); however, depending on numbers, it may be necessary to have those competitors compete within the other team(s) rotations.
