I.
SCHEDULING CONTESTS


A.
Varsity/JV1 schedule will consist of (14) conference games.


B.
The JV2 schedule will consist of (14) conference games and will coincide with the varsity schedule.


C.
Varsity games will be played with two 18 minutes halves.  All Lower level games will be played at two 16 minute halves.  All halftimes will be 10 minutes in length.  Halftime may be extended 5 minutes for specific occasions with the prior approval of the athletic director.  Coaches must be notified prior to the start of the game and no halftime may extend beyond 15 minutes.


D.
JV2 games will start at 4:00 p.m. whenever possible.  Lower level teams will be afforded a 15 minute warm up with a minimum of ten (10) minutes to warm-up.  Late arriving teams will be provided five (5) minutes to dress before the 10-minute warm-up time begins. (Sub-varsity teams arriving at a contest will be allowed 15 minutes upon arrival at the gym’s locker room area to prepare for all contests.  This shall include dressing, game preparations, and warm-up time.  The game manager will announce the time schedule to the visiting coach/team.


E.
JV1 games will start 15 minutes after completion of the freshman contest.  If the start of the JV1 game is delayed past a 5:30 p.m. starting time, teams will be allowed a minimum of ten (10) minutes to warm-up.


F.
Varsity games will start fifteen (15) minutes after the completion of the sophomore game, but not before 7:00 p.m.  Warm-up procedures for all varsity games will be as follows: Based on administrative discretion due to extenuating circumstances time changes may be adjusted.  “Published” varsity start time will be 7:00 p.m.

G.
Introduction of players:  All five starters for the visiting team shall be introduced FIRST, 


followed by the home team starters.  Players, as they introduced, shall advance to an area out in 

front of their bench.  Players shall not seek out the opposing coach or players to shake his/her 

hand. 

H.
Prior to the JV1 warm-ups and during the JV1 halftime, no varsity warm-ups are permitted.


I
Home school will provide warm-up balls for the visitor.


J.
Ball: Any top grade, leather or leather composite ball may be used for conference play. When possible, The ball utilized in the WIAA State Tournament will be the ball used for all SEC competitions.  The ball must meet National Federation standards and have the Federation stamp. (Varsity Level)

K.
The home school has the responsibility to contact the press: Milwaukee Journal-Sentinel and 

Associated Press are required.

Water coolers will be provided for both teams by the home school.  

II.
ROSTERS AND UNIFORMS


A.
Varsity coaches are to send a completed roster to each of the conference schools prior to 


their first conference game.  Coaches should update their rosters with conference schools 


throughout the season if there are any changes.

Junior Varsity rosters may be comprised of 9th, 10th, and or 11th grade student-athletes.

III.
CONFERENCE CHAMPIONSHIPS


A.
There will be one conference champion based on the 14 game double round-robin schedule, in the event of teams having the same record, those teams will be listed as co-champions.
IV.
ALL-CONFERENCE TEAMS


A.
The All-Conference selection and Bylaw meeting shall be held on the Monday before the first round of the regional game for that gender sport.  Each gender bylaw meeting will be held separately.  

B.
The Athletic Director in charge of basketball or their designees will chair the meetings.


C.
The Coaches will vote for the following:



1.
First Team All-Conference Team (5 players) - Gold Medals



2.
Second Team All-Conference Selection (5 players) - Silver Medals

Third Team All-Conference Selection (5 players)-Bronze Medals 



4.
Honorable Mention (up to two players) - No awards

D.
Voting Format - The following procedure will be used when nominating/voting for All 


Conference Teams: 

1. Coaches will nominate players for 1st,, 2nd, and/or 3rd Team All-Conference prior to the meeting.  

2. From the list of the nominations for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd team coaches will be allowed to vote for who they feel is the top five players in the conference for that respective nomination team. but cannot vote for their own player(s). The point value is the same for each athlete “1” for each vote, total of 5 votes.  The top five vote getters will be that specific award teams’ selection/award winners.  If a tie exists in the number of votes received for the final award of that team, the coaches, not from each player’s school, will be required to vote anonymously for the final award recipient.  
3. If players were nominated but are not voted on the 1st or 2nd team, coaches may elect to move them to the next all-conference team. If players from the 3rd team are not voted on the 3rd team, those players may will be automatically moved to Honorable Mention

E.
Coaches shall provide only conference stats to AD in charge.

F. 
Coaches cannot nominate themselves or their team for the Coach of the Year or the Team Sportsmanship award. 





G.
Coaches may nominate a “Player(s) of the Year”.  Coaches cannot vote for their own player(s) for the “Player(s) of the Year”.  Coaches not included in the player of the year nominations will then vote using a ballot to determine player of the year.  If a tie exists, the coaches may agree to “Co-player of the year” with the approval from each head coach. If not, then the host schools must speak about the reasons why their athlete should be chosen and then a vote will be conducted again.  
V.
LOCKER ROOMS


A.
Locker rooms will be available to visiting teams thirty (30) minutes prior to the start of their 

games.


B.
A coach must be present for the players to enter the locker room.


C.
Host teams should provide a chalkboard and chalk.


D.
Whenever a closed locker room (no other teams coming in) cannot be provided, a classroom or 

other meeting room will be made available for teams to use prior to the start of the sophomore

 game.

MULTI-SPORT BYLAWS (updated 8-19-15)

1.
SEC AWARDS POLICY - TEAM AND INDIVIDUAL SPORTS:


a.  
“Team” sports include: Baseball, Football, Boys Volleyball, Girls Volleyball, Boys 


Soccer, Girls Soccer, Boys Basketball, Girls Basketball, and Softball.  All Conference awards 

for team sports will be determined by a nomination and selection process.


b.
“Individual” sports include:  Boys Cross Country, Girls Cross Country, Boys Tennis, 


Girls Tennis, Boys Golf, Girls Golf, Wrestling, Boys Swimming, Girls Swimming, Boys 


Track, Girls Track, and Gymnastics.  All-Conference awards for individual sports will be 


determined by finish at the Conference Meet.


c.
Championship Bars will be awarded to Team Conference Champions and Team Conference 

Meet Champions.  In the event of co-champions, a championship bar will be given to each co-

champion.


d.
First Team All-Conference members will be awarded individual gold medals.  


e.
Second Team All-Conference members will be awarded individual silver medals.


f.
Third Team All-Conference members will be awarded individual bronze medals.



g.
Honorable mention members may be selected, certificates will be awarded.

h.
A player may not be on both First Team and Second Team All-Conference.


i.
When selecting SEC All Conference First, Second.  ALL TIES MUST BE 

BROKEN. 



j.
Coaches will nominate candidates they feel worthy of All Conference recognition. Only 
Southeast Conference statistics should be used as criteria for nomination.  While speaking on 
behalf of the players, non-conference statistics may be included, but the coach MUST 
separate conference statistics versus non-conference statistics when explaining.



k.
Head coaches are required to attend the conference post season meeting as scheduled for their 
sport(s).  



l.
Head coaches in football, b/g basketball, b/g soccer, b/g volleyball, softball, and baseball must 
submit All Conference nominations prior to their post-season meeting as directed.  



m.
No deserving player will be excluded from all-conference nomination if the head coach fails 
to submit appropriate nomination information.  Other coaches may nominate deserving 
players from opposing teams, if the head coach fails to comply with this requirement.

2.
In addition to the individual SEC sport bylaws, coaches are responsible for following all WIAA rules and regulations, as presented in the most current “Senior High School WIAA Handbook” and the applicable “Season Regulations” handbook.


3.
The Southeast Conference embraces positive sportsmanship, which provides expectations for coaches, athletes, officials, and fans.  School officials and coaches will be provided with guidelines to good sportsmanship. The coach has the responsibility to review the concepts of sportsmanship with their athletes at all levels.


4.
The coach of the HOST school in ALL varsity contests has the responsibility to report Conference Varsity results to the Milwaukee Journal-Sentinel.  In addition, each school’s coach has the responsibility to report varsity results to their appropriate local media/newspaper.  It is important that ALL varsity conference results (conference meets, too) are reported to the Journal-Sentinel.

7.
The SEC will annually award “Academic” All-Conference Awards to those individual student athletes selected by their school. Student athletes must participate in SEC sanctioned sports in order to be eligible for the Academic All-Conference award.  An “Award of Merit” medal will be given to each school’s winner.  Rationale and guidelines for this award are provided in the SEC Constitution.



All Selections will meet the following criteria:



1.
Athlete must be a senior.



2.
Athletes must have earned a varsity letter.



3.
The GPA shall be 3.5 or better to be considered.



4.
Each school will develop their own method of selection, using the above criteria.

8.
The SEC will annually award “Sportsmanship” All-Conference Awards to those individual student athletes selected by their school. Student athletes must participate in sports sanctioned by the SEC in order to be eligible for the Sportsmanship All-Conference award.  An “Award of Merit” medal will be given to each school’s winner.  Rationale and guidelines for this award are provided in the SEC Constitution. 



All Selections will meet the following criteria:


1.
Athletes must have earned a varsity letter.



2.
Each school will develop their own method of selection.


9. 
The SEC will annually determine an All-Sports Champion winner.  The traveling plaque will be awarded to the single school that accumulates the most points in conference dual meet play.  The rationale and point system to determine the winner is outlined in the SEC Constitution. 


10.
In the event contests are cancelled, other than summer baseball, it is the responsibility of the Host School Athletic Director to call the opposing school, by 1:30 pm the day of the game.  



All cancelled conference games should be rescheduled with the following format in mind:



1. By mutual consent, of both schools, pick the first available date.



2. Conference games have priority over non-conference games.



3. All games should be played prior to the end-of-season meeting, only unusual circumstances must prevail before a conference varsity game is not made up.



4. Rained out games that will involve the determination of the conference champion must be made up.



5. In the event of a Freshman/Sophomore or Junior Varsity game preceding the varsity competition, that event may not continue after two and one half hours of time. 

11. When nominating a school for the “Team” Sportsmanship Award, you must include a 

reason for your nomination.  Only those schools appropriately nominated will appear on the ballot for voting.  A point system will be used to determine the winner.  If there are three schools nominated the point system will be 3, 2, and 1.  If two schools are nominated the point system will be 2 and 1, etc.  The school with the highest point total is the winner.  First place ties should be broken.  Guidelines and expectations are provided in the SEC Constitution. 

12.
The SEC will annually determine an All-Sports
Team Sportsmanship winner.  The traveling 



plaque will be awarded to the school that accumulates the most individual Team Sportsmanship Awards over the current school year.


13.
The Southeast Conference “Season Pass” (100 are distributed annually to each SEC school) will be accepted at all conference athletic events, including SEC sponsored conference meets/tournaments, as well as home non-conference events.  The pass is not intended for use at away non-conference events.   This pass cannot be used at WIAA sponsored events.
